You will also do a little writing.  Choose one of the three activities   listed below and complete them.
1. Write a creative piece of two paragraphs on one of the following topics: (Choose one)


a. The Best Day of my Summer Vacation



b.  The Most Interesting Person I Met this Summer



c.  The Worst Day of My Summer Vacation.
2. Catch an insect in a jar. Observe the insect. Write down what you notice, sketch it, and describe the insect. 
3. Write letter to a friend about a book you read. Use friendly letter format. Explain why you liked or did not like the book.
Please bring your Tic-Tac-Toe and your writing piece when you return to school. Your reading / writing activities will be graded and will count as a reading test grade. 

When you visit a historic site or attraction in New Jersey remember to do the following: 1) Bring back a postcard, a picture, or something that represents the place you visited. 2) Write a few sentences or a short poem about the place you visited, and attach your postcard, picture, or whatever else you wish. During the first week of school, you will talk about the place you visited and tell us what you learned about it. This will be your first social studies quiz grade. Looking forward to a fun filled and productive school year.
